Key Verse: “If you love me, keep my commands.” -John 14:15
Throughout the ages, and even now, people have wondered about God.

- Does he exist?

- Is he mad or disappointed in me?
- Does he love me?

-  What does he want from me?

- How can | get on his good side?

These are great questions that all people should earnestly consider.

Which of these questions have you pondered?

The answer to all these questions is simply - Jesus.

In Colossians 1it says, “The Son is the image of the invisible God.... For God was pleased to have all his
fullness dwell in him, and through him to reconcile to himself all things....”

When we wonder what God is like, or how he sees us, or what he wants from us... we look to Jesus.
In the Sermon on the Mount (or the Beatitudes that we’ve been talking about), Jesus has laid out his
most important teachings... they fit together like a puzzle to complete the life of those who want to

follow him.

This morning we saw a man, Zacchaeus, who was far from God and his people. He was scorned and
despised. Yet he was curious about this Jesus; he wanted to know more. He wanted to see Jesus.

And what did Jesus do? He said “lI must come to your house....”!

He shocked the religious people but transformed the life of Zacchaeus who, after his encounter, put the
pieces together.

Luke 19:8 - “Look Lord! Here and now [ give half of my possessions to the poor, and if | have cheated
anybody out of anything, I will pay back four times the amount.”
